This year's parade will begin at the old State
Office Building at the intersection of High and Mero Streets, allowing for smoother line-up and better
coordination for the parade participants. The parade will follow High Street then take a right onto
Broadway, a left onto Wilkinson, another left onto Main Street and a right onto Capital Avenue then up
to the State Capitol. It is a slightly longer route but will allow more people to get a great view of the
parade as it processes.

Because the Christmas season brings about memories of hearth and home, this year’s parade
theme is Home for the Holidays. We know you will create wonderful floats that are reminiscent of
what Home for the Holidays means to you. Awards will be presented for 1%, 2" and 3™ places and for
the best themed float.
